“Senders” – Cognitief/cultureel

Conflicts between academics who want to
publish and commercials who want to patent

It is hard to find appropriate industrial partners
for joint R&D projects

Companies do not want to cooperate, they just
want to absorb

Cultural differences between academic and
commercial researchers

No incentive to cooperate with the industry, my
rewards depend on scientific publications

Businesses are making too little use of the
knowledge available in universities

Transferring knowledge to the industry is too
costly for universities

Universities are not willing to spend time and
money in transferring their knowledge to industry

I see significant barriers stand in transferring my
knowledge to the industry

Contract research only results in more income,
we do not learn anything from it

Industry is not interested in the knowledge
developed at the university
